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Introduction: 
Helen Keller was once asked, “What would be worse than being born blind?” “Being born with sight, but having no vision.”
Here in these chapters we catch a glimpse of King David’s vision for his kingdom, and the final days of his life. 
It is apparent that before David died, he wanted to do something special for God. 

1 Chronicles 28:2
2 I had in my heart to build an house for the rest of the Ark of the Covenant…
It is also apparent that David was willing to open his heart and his hand to help build the temple.
Note – In order for the church sanctuary to be completed, we too must allow God to touch our hearts and our hands,
Ill – A few years ago Kristine came to me with a grimace of pain… a sliver in her hand. I asked her to open her hand so I could help, but she was afraid it would hurt.
Note – Many Christians keep their hand tightly closed before a loving Father – whose greatest delight is to replenish the hand. 

Note – B.R. Lakin “A cold heart and a stingy hand often go together.”

Note – Because David’s heart and hands were moved, he ultimately praised God for the privilege of serving.
Note – David’s vision caused him to:
I. Purpose from the Heart (28:2)

Note – “I had in my heart…”
A. His purpose was for the Lord. (29:1)
Note – The temple was to glorify the Lord.

Note – “The chief end of man is to glorify God.”

Note – Our desire is to glorify Christ in His church.
Colossians 1:16-18
16 For by Him were all things created that are in heaven, and that are in the earth, visible and invisible, whether they be thrones, or dominions, or principalities or powers, ALL THINGS were created by Him and for Him. 17 And he is before all things, and by him all things consist. 
18 And he is the head of the body, the church: who is the beginning, the firstborn from the dead, that in all things he might have the preeminence.”
B. His purpose was for the nation. (28:8)

Note – This charge from David to Solomon was at an assembly of national leadership in Jerusalem.

Note – David wanted the nation to be reminded of God.
Psalm 33:12

12 Blessed is the nation whose God is the Lord…”

Note – One reason we are fervent about the need to develop the facilities of this church is because the need of America is great.
Note – As we approach the 21st century, I see only two choices – anarchy or revival.

Ill – Partial birth abortions

Ill – Incredible lack of integrity in our own White House and a constituency who really don’t seem to care. 

Bill Bennett – “I submit to you the crisis of our time is spiritual. What afflicts us as a nation is corruption of the heart and turning away of the soul. Nothing has been so consequential to the unraveling of our society than large segments of our American society turning away from God.”
C. His purpose for the family. (28:9) “My son”

Note – The future of our children depends on our purpose and sacrifice today!

II. Participated from the Heart (29:2)

A. He participated personally – “I,” “My”

Quote: “The more passionate our faith, the more persistent our giving.”

2 Corinthians 9:7

7 Every man according as he purposeth in his heart, so let him give; not grudgingly, or of necessity, for God loveth a cheerful giver.
Note – If you have a purpose in your heart from God, you will participate in your heart for God.
Psalm 96:8


8 Give unto the Lord the glory due His name, bring an offering and come into his courts.
B. Participate affectionately – David was giving from the heart (proving the sincerity of his love).
Note – I love the Lord, my family, my church

Note – I love what God does in churches.
Ill – Fred and Alice Riley… 18 years ago and check

Dear Paul and Terrie,

C. Participate sacrificially (vs. 6-7)

Note – David and the people gave about 2 ½ billion dollars worth of offering.

Ill – Little boy and dad playing store/ binoculars… Dad offered $.05 – Son: “Dad, we’re playing store, not church.”

Note – As we sacrifice by faith – this Friday the auditorium will be completed.
III. Praise from the Heart

Note – When God touches your heart and you open your hand, get ready to praise!
A. Praise from the people (vs. 9)
1. They offered willingly 
2. They offered sincerely (perfect heart)

Note – When we sincerely give, we sincerely rejoice!
B. Praise for the Lord (10-16)
1. For His greatness and power (vs. 11)

Ill – 9,000 saved in 11 years
2. For His provision (12-13, 16)

Conclusion: 
You may say, “I see the need for our country and my family, but I’m not sure I can participate from the heart.” Well let me close with a story about a man from Luke 19: 

· A short man under the tyranny of money

· A tax collector/ extortion

· One day Jesus saw him in a tree.
· They had lunch … Zaccheus trusted Christ.
· Zaccheus said, “Behold, the half of my goods I give to the poor.”

Quote: “Money will buy you a bed but not sleep, books but not brains, food but not appetite, a house but not a home, medicine but not health, amusements but not happiness, religion but not salvation!”
