I.
The Breath of God Gave Life to Man
Psalm139:14
I will praise thee; for I am fearfully and wonderfully made: marvellous are thy works; and that my soul knoweth right well.
God created the world and saw that it was good. He created beautiful vegetation, magnificent creatures, breathtaking plants, valleys, and mountains. When it was all done and God saw that it was good, He fashioned a man from the dust of the earth. And then He gave to that man life.
Genesis 2:7
And the LORD God formed man of the dust of the ground, and breathed into his nostrils the breath of life; and man became a living soul.
Of nothing else do we read that God Himself breathed life into it. The breath of God gave a unique life to man, for man became a soul. That sets us apart from the animal kingdom.
When God breathed, Adam transitioned from a molded piece of clay into a living soul. At the moment that God breathed into Adam the breath of life, the temporal became the spiritual.
II.
The Breath of God Gave Power to the Church

Acts 2:2
And suddenly there came a sound from heaven as of a rushing mighty wind, and it filled all the house where they were sitting.
The word wind in the original Greek language was the word pneh'-o (pay na-o) which means to breath hard or blow. It was here that the church received, not its start, but its empowerment.
The result was the gift of tongues—the ability to speak in a clear and understandable language not their own. They did not need to pray for it; they did not have to be instructed how to do it; they did not have to be slain or baptized in the Spirit—they just got it.
We receive that same filling and power when we get saved. You get all of the Holy Spirit the moment you call on Christ to save your sin sick soul.
The breath of God, the life giving breath of God, gave an empowered life to the church of God. We, the church of God, have the breath of God upon us.
III.
The Breath of God Gave Existence to the Bible

All scripture is given by inspiration of God

The word inspiration means God-breathed. This holy Book that we hold in our hands is the very words of God, penned by holy stenographers who were chosen by God.
